Community Speed Limits

Speed limits within the housing area are posted at 15 miles per hour. Infractions of
these posted rates are taken VERY seriously.

Pets — Doggone, It's Summer!

* Please remember to keep your pets safe. Dogs can’t sweat like humans and
can suffer heatstroke far more easily.

¢ Exercise your dog early or late in the day. All dogs, especially flat faced breeds
can overheat quickly.

* Check the temperature of the ground if it's too hot to touch, then it's too hot for
their paws.

* Provide fresh water daily.

* Don't leave pets outside for long periods.

* Never leave your pets in a parked car on a warm day, even on a cool day,
temperatures in the car are much hotter than outside and can lead to brain
damage or worse.

* Signs of heatstroke — Muddy pink gums (instead of bright pink) heavy panting
with occasional frothing of the mouth, disorientation, and increased heart rate.

HEADS UP!

No matter what your age or level of experience, whenever you ride a bike, in-line skate, scooter and

skateboard, or engage in other activities during which your head is vulnerable to injury, a helmet should
be worn. Wearing a bike helmet reduces the risk of serious head and brain injury by 85%. Helmets should
be worn during every ride, no matter how short. In fact, the Air Force takes your safety seriously so much

they have AFI191-207 outlining specifics.

3.7.3. All persons who ride a bicycle, tricycle or other human powered vehicle, including motorized
bicycles, on an AF installation roadway, to include flight lines will:

3.7.3.2. Wear a properly fastened, approved (e.g., Consumer Product Safety Commission, American
National Standards Institute, Snell Memorial Foundation or host nation equivolent) bicycle helmet. (1-2).
